 HIV counselling course or relevant VCT experience  

 Community nursing experience

 Ability to work well under pressure and to maintain effectiveness during changing conditions 

 Must be detail orientated and have an interest in research 

 Must be able to work as a member of a team and be prepared to actively participate in the 

mobile clinic operations including set-up and cleaning 

 Willingness to travel and work irregular hours, including weekends
