A letter of application stating the level of financial need;
A full and up-to-date curriculum vitae;
Names (and contact details) of at least two contactable referees.

	Eligible and complete applications will be considered by the Head of the Department of Medicine.

	Closing date for applications
	Applications may be submitted at any time during the year, and will be considered within 1 month of submission.
