Studies. Prior to this he led the Foundations in Relationship-Centred Dementia Care course for 5 years and 

continues to deliver Dementia Awareness education study days in NHS Trusts across south Yorkshire. He also 

leads the User Expectations of Health and Social Care module on the School´s B.Med.Sci in Health and Human 

Sciences. He is particularly interested in the co-production of dementia education with people with dementia 

and their supporters.
