8.1/8.2.  DIRECTION OF/PARTICIPATION IN  CLINICAL AND COMMUNITY SERVICES

1. Clinical director, Occupational Diseases Clinic, GSH (co-directed for many years with the later Prof. Neil White). This weekly clinic has been running since 1989 and is one of only three in the country which offers comprehensive diagnostic, treatment, compensation and workplace e advisory services. In 2004 there were 521 total patient visits and 129 new patients. The clinic also trains two registrars.   I estimate that each year we assist in the transfer of R300 000 - R500 000  in compensation to workers or former workers from the statutory funds.  The clinic has also served as a point of surveillance of occupational diseases and of advocacy in improving the compensation system.  

2. Long history of advocacy for health and safety of workers.  Have collaborated over past two decades with trade unions in the mining, metal and chemical sectors to apply research findings to educate workers and change working conditions.  

3. Led process to found  Reed St. Occupational Health Clinic, Bellville, the first provincial clinic for patients at primary level. 
4. Medicolegal:  Wrote expert report on asbestos related disease liability report in legal suit against Gencor by Richard Spoor and Associates. This suit resulted in Gencor putting R450 million aside for future claims. Expert witness at Workers’ Compensation hearings. Work closely with Legal Resources Centre, Cape Town, a public interest law firm, on matters of occupational health and safety. Currently working on constitutional law case regarding discrimination between mining and non-mining compensation legislation. 

5. Expert medical assessor;  Asbestos Relief Trust: medical evaluation of asbestos related disease claims.
6. Conduct biennial medical surveillance  for approximately 100 asbestos textile workers employed at a factory in Cape Town.
