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The vehicle population is characterised by size and type.

The car population is divided into three size classes:

· small cars have engine displacement below 1400 cc

· medium cars have engine displacement between 1400 cc and 2000 cc

· large cars have engine displacement above 2000 cc.

Diesel fueled vehicles are similarly divided into size and type classes.
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Emission Factors: Variation with speed, age degradation factors, engine design
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Type of controls implemented:


Catalytic converters, vehicle maintenance system, carbon canisters, etc
