Answer

Collect groundwater samples and measure lead levels. Compare to water standards. This will determine if exposure levels are high. Measure blood serum lead levels of workers before and during pipe installation. Determine if lead levels had risen significantly. Also compare to environmental health standard. If serum levels are high, conduct a questionnaire survey investigating acute and chronic health effects (questionnaire – GI, CNS, kidney, bio-monitoring – proteinuria)
