This booklet is intended as a GUIDE to those who give advice to prospective travellers. It represents the views of the BP Sunbury Occupational Health Staff. These views are not shared universally by other medical authorities and there is no right and wrong in this respect. Requirements and recommendations change from time to time and every effort will be made to update this booklet at regular intervals.

There are five significant changes since last year’s update.

These relate to:-

1) Cholera

2) Diphtheria

3) Mefloquine

4) Dengue Fever

5) HIV Status

CHOLERA

The demand for producing cholera certificates upon entry in the Latin American Continent and East and West Africa appears to have ceased. There are only two countries still demanding certificates, Libya and Venezuela.

However, there are still cases of Cholera in these countries and it is therefore of the utmost importance to advise travellers of the great need to ensure strict food and water hygiene. The basic advice is to boil or purify all drinking water and avoid street vendors and cheap restaurants.

The situation regarding the vaccine remains unchanged, it is still not available in the UK and is not recommended by the WHO as a means of personal protection.

DIPHTHERIA

Diphtheria vaccination is being more widely recommended than before. There is still a significant increase of diphtheria cases throughout the old Russian States. Places such as Estonia, Kazakstan, Lithuania, Ukraine, Uzbekistan etc. For these countries diphtheria recommendations have been indicated in the vaccination book with an X. However, for other countries it was decided to indicate with 0 as the risk appears to be between low and moderate depending on risk exposure and length of stay. 

The general advice is to avoid close contact in crowded places and kissing or sharing bottles, glasses etc. and be up to date with immunisation.
MEFLOQUINE

More countries, particularly in the African continent, have switched to Mefloquine as the preferred regime with Proguanil and Chloroquine as an acceptable alternative. However, in parts of Asia and most of the Latin American countries Proguanil and Chloroquine is still the first choice.

It is essential to discuss the relative risks of the alternative regimes with regard to the countries for which they are recommended.

DENGUE FEVER
This is a viral disease transmitted by mosquito bites. There is no vaccine available and travellers should be advised to take precautions to avoid mosquito bites during the day as well as at dawn and dusk.

There have been increasing numbers of cases of Dengue Fever in South and Central America, and the Far East.

HIV  STATUS
More and more countries are asking for HIV status from travellers as legal requirements for entry.

The requirements vary from work permit needs, to travellers staying longer than 1 month in Egypt, over three months in Iran, and 1 year in China.

INOCULATIONS
When asked by a prospective BP traveller for advice, it is reasonable to quote this booklet. In the case of Non-BP clients who have been advised elsewhere, it would not be proper to challenge this advice if it differs from our own.

No inoculations should be given to pregnant women unless it is absolutely essential.

In immunised adults booster doses at less than 10 year intervals are unnecessary and may cause reactions

Following a tetanus prone injury, a single dose of the vaccine should be administered to persons who have 

not received a booster dose or completed a primary course during the preceding 10 years. Persons who have 
never received a primary course or in whom the immunisation history is not known should complete a primary


course. In serious infections tetanus immunoglobulin may be appropriate.

Not recommended.   Can produce encephalitis in infants

SPECIAL NOTES
•
Give within 1 hour of reconstitution

Certificate valid from 10 days after 1st vaccination and immediately after subsequent doses

Separate from other live vaccines by at least 21 days or give together

•
Avoid giving yellow fever vaccine within 3 months following administration of immune globulin. Similarly, 

it is advisable to avoid the administration of immune globulin within 3 weeks following vaccination with 

yellow fever vaccine

(Active immunisation against meningococcal meningitis caused by group A and group C meningococci)

Do not freeze diluent

•
In younger children, particularly those below the age of two years, immunity against group C meningococci 
is unlikely to persist for more than one or two years

Effective 5-10 days after immunisation

•
Asplenic children and adults, irrespective of age or the interval from splenectomy, should receive a single 
dose of meningococcal vaccine before travelling to areas where there is an increased risk of group A infection

The former regime for children and adolescents up to 15 years consisted of two doses of vaccine (360 ELISA units) administered intramuscularly two weeks to one month apart with a booster dose (360 ELISA units) recommended between six to twelve months after the primary course for prolonged immunity. Where initiated, the manufacturer recommends this regimen should be completed at this dose.

For travellers who are not animal handlers, two doses of 1.0ml by deep sc or IM injection four weeks apart can be expected to give immunity in 98% of recipients and may be acceptable if post exposure treatment is likely to be readily available. For those at continued exposure a further dose should be given 6-12 months later.

POST EXPOSURE

•
Previously fully immunised individuals should be given 2 doses of 1.0ml vaccine IM into the deltoid
region 

  (or, in the case of a child, into the anterolateral aspect of the thigh,) on days 0 and between days 3-7.

  Immunoglobulin treatment is not required

•
Previously unimmunised individuals should be given 1.0ml of vaccine, deep sc or IM into the deltoid region 
(or, in the case of a child, into the anterolateral aspect of the thigh,) followed by four further doses on days 

  3,7,14, and 30.  Rabies specific immunoglobulin should also be used.

There is no absolute contraindication to this vaccine although if there is evidence of hypersensitivity 
subsequent doses should not be given

Pre exposure vaccine should only be given to pregnant women if the risk of exposure to rabies is high

•
The vaccine contains traces of neomycin

MALARIA
There is no unanimous agreement amongst the Tropical Disease Experts throughout the world as to which anti-malarial drug is best, and this booklet contains advice from BP Sunbury Occupational Health Staff.

The choice of drug depends on the country to be visited and there are several schedules which may be followed as outlined in the next three pages. Remember Paludrine is a very safe drug and can be taken safely by pregnant mothers and babies. This does not apply to all anti-malarial drugs.

All drugs should be started 1 week before arrival in the malarious area, continued throughout the visit and for at least 4 weeks after leaving the area.
