EIA exercise
The City of Cape Town is assessing two sites for a new regional waste disposal facility (H:h, mainly household waste with some low to moderate hazardous industrial waste) to service the city.  One site is located south of Atlantis (approximately 3.9 km from the nearest residential area) near the R304 and the other, mid-way (approximately 5 km) from Kalbaskraal to the north and Klipheuwel to the south (Figure 1). The area in Atlantis is approximately 250 ha in size of which 174 ha will be used for waste disposal over a 30 year period and the area in Kalbaskraal approximately 500 ha of which 224 ha will be used for waste disposal. The areas not used for waste disposal will act as buffer areas.  Specialist studies are required to identify the best location for the landfill site and to assess the impact of each site.

2. Do you think that the development will have sectoral and global impacts? Give reasons for your answers.

3. What development phases should be evaluated in an EIA.
4. During screening, in which category do you think will this development will fall? Give reasons for your answers.
