Activate the wi-fi connection (from the settings
menu) on your device. Type in your:

1. Username: Studentnumber@wf.uct.ac.za
2. Password: UCT network password

Applications or programmes you may need
to download onto your mobile device
include:

(Most of these can be downloaded from the
Google Play Store)

1. Adobe Acrobat reader: For reading,
annotating - highlighting and creating notes
on your PDF document

2. Media player: for playing videos

To save on data, download frequently used
files, journal articles (from the library), etc.
onto your device or flash drive where
possible.

All UCT formal communication and Vula notifications (by
default) are sent to your MyUCT account. Keep up-to-date
